A. True or false?: “70% of Americans own a car, and 90% own a TV.  Hence 160% of Americans own a car or a TV.”  (Note: These are made-up numbers.)

CANNOT be true.

B. True or false?: “70% of American own a car, and 90% own a TV.  Hence 63% of Americans own a car and a TV.”
MIGHT be true, but need not be.

What’s the range of possible answers to A?

... Somewhere between 90% and 100%.

What’s the range of possible answers to B?

... Somewhere between 60% and 70%.
